Hampton Court Vine:

Donald Grey Barnhouse tells about a grapevine in Hampton
Court near London that is about 1,000 years old. It has but one root
which is at least two feet thick. Some of the branches are 200 feet
long. Because of skilful cutting and pruning, the vine produces
several tons of grapes each year. Even though some of the smaller
branches are 200 feet from the main stem, they bear much fruit
because they are joined to the vine and allow the life of the vine to
flow through them. — If we, the branches, are not bearing much fruit,
it may be that we are not feeding as we ought upon the life-giving
flow from the vine. “Abide in me as I abide in you,” Jesus said, The
great truth that Jesus is trying to tell us is that if we want life in all
its fullness, then we must be consciously, intentionally connected to
Jesus, the “true vine,” and the only source of the God-
Life/Sanctifying Grace, which begins in us our eternal life here on
earth.

Even a well-pruned branch cannot bear grapes unless it abides
in the vine, drawing water and minerals from the main trunk and
transporting food prepared in the leaves to the main trunk and to the
roots. Jesus reminds us that we cannot bear fruit either, unless we
abide in him just as he abides in us. Jesus says, “I am the vine, you
are the branches.” What Jesus means is that by abiding in him we
will bear much fruit, and that apart from him we can do
nothing. “Abiding in Christ” means that God has to be inside us and
we have to be inside God. We abide in Christ by drawing near to God
and by experiencing His being near to us, that is, by living every
moment as He has commanded us to do, with the radiant presence
of Christ all around us. This life of intimate union with Christ in the
Church is maintained by the spiritual helps common to all the
faithful, chiefly by active participation in the Liturgy. Those of us
who do not abide in Jesus will wither and be thrown away, just as
withered branches are thrown into the fire to be burned.
