Every week, 
he loaded his old wooden cart with vegetables and brought them to the market. 
The cart was heavy, the wheels creaked, and the road was long and rough. One 
hot summer day, a traveller noticed the farmer struggling. Bent over, sweating, 
and clearly exhausted, he was pulling the cart with all his strength. The traveller 
stopped and asked, “Why don't you let your horse pull the cart?” The farmer 
looked surprised and replied, “The horse is old. I don't want to burden him. “The 
traveller smiled gently and said, “But that is exactly what the horse was given to 
you for. By carrying the load alone, you are making both yourself and the horse 
miserable.” The farmer paused, thought for a moment, and finally placed the 
harness on the horse. Immediately the weight shifted. The cart moved easily. 
The journey became lighter, and the farmer walked beside the horse with a smile 
on his face. As they reached the market, the farmer said, “All this time I thought 
being strong meant carrying everything myself. Today I learned that true 
wisdom is accepting help when it is offered.” 

In today's Gospel, Jesus says: 
“Come to me, all you who labour 

and are overburdened, and I will give you rest... 
My yoke is easy and my burden light.” 

 
Many of us try to pull life's cart by ourselves. We carry worries about 

family, work, health, finances, or the future. We think strength means never 
asking for help and never showing weakness. Yet Jesus teaches the opposite. He 
comes not as a powerful conqueror but as a humble king. He invites us to walk 
beside Him and allow Him to carry what we cannot. Faith does not remove every 
burden, but it changes how we carry them. When we place our trust in Christ, 
we discover that we are never walking alone.  

 
The message of today's readings is simple yet profound: God's strength 

is found in humility, trust, and surrender. The burden becomes 
lighter when it is shared with Christ.
